To enhance students’ ability to communicate creatively and persuasively via written and visual media.
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To provide a forum for students to display work in diverse disciplines and content areas.
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To encourage students to develop their talents and achievements through prizes and recognition.
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B. Pre-contest Guidelines and Procedures J % i 77 foi2 &
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Eligibility: The project contest will include two divisions, university and high school. High school students in
grades 1 to 3 will all be eligible to compete.
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Content: We welcome projects in the following categories.
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®  Aresearch poster describes an investigation that requires the collection and analysis of data.
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®  An expository poster summarizes knowledge of a specific topic area, but does not involve data analysis.
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® A creative poster displays an original artistic concept by the presenter.
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® Avideo project is a general-purpose format for a variety of project types, including but not limited to
multimedia music videos, step-by-step descriptions of scientific processes, and film criticisms.
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Group Size: The maximum number of students in a poster group is four people. The maximum number of
students in a video project group is eight people.
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Language Requirement: All posters, abstracts and videos should be done in English.
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Application and Abstract Deadline: Students wishing to participate in the project contest should complete the
application form (“High School Project Contest — Application Form and Abstract”) and send it to
icic@thu.edu.tw before May 6, 2024. The application email subject line should be “ICIC 2024 High School

Project (project title)”. After we receive these materials, we will notify the applicant of acceptance or

rejection and assign a submission number to each accepted project.

Each poster project group should prepare two files. # 4R 2 F 3 &7 B % o
® A file in pdf, jpg, or png format containing the size A1 poster content.
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®  Alink to an explanatory video (maximum 3 minutes) in which the group members present the poster
content. The video will be made available to online contest attendees who will not be able to view the
poster presentations in person. It should be uploaded to YouTube as an unlisted video.
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Each video project group should prepare a longer video file containing the project content. Although there is
no a priori limit on the length of a video project, a general guideline is 3-10 minutes.
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7. Authorization Sheet: Each member of the project group must fill out and sign the authorization sheet (“High
School Project — Authorization Sheet”), which is available on the https://icic.thu.edu.tw conference website.
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8. Submission packet: The submission packet will consist of the project files and one authorization sheet per
group member. The submission packet should be sent to icic@thu.edu.tw before June 3, 2024. The email
subject line should be “ICIC 2024 High School Project (submission number)”.
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9. Submission review: All submissions will be reviewed for inclusion in the contest. The project group will be
notified by email of the review outcome within one week of the submission deadline.
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10. Registration: Each member of the project group will be required to register according to the procedures posted
on the https://icic.thu.edu.tw website. The deadline for high school participants will be June 12, 2024.

1. Contest Date and Venue: June 19, 2024 at the Tunghai University International College.
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2. Project Exhibits: Accepted projects will be exhibited to in-person contest attendees. Video projects will be live
screened and poster projects will be printed and displayed.
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3. Online Exhibits: Accepted projects will be exhibited on the https://icic.thu.edu.tw conference website for the

benefit of online attendees. The website displays will include poster images, links to full-length and

explanatory videos, abstracts, and the names and schools of contestants.
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Attendance Requirement: The members of each competing group should all attend the contest and present
their project content in person to interested viewers.
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Awards and Recogmtlon. Our professional judges will rate the projects and award prizes in each content area.
Attendees will also be eligible to vote for the “most liked” projects. Certificates will be given for participation,
top prizes, and “most liked” proj ects.
